In order to secure all that is best in the education
of children the maximum co-operation between parents
and the school authorities is desired.

. Studentwho comes to school onbicycle or motor bikes is

solely responsible for it The school does
not encourage student to drive motor bikes without
proper license, parents shall be responsible for any
negligence on the part of their wards.
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No present/gift to the teachers is allowed without the
previous consent of the Principal.
